
Patient Safety: A Disparities Analysis of Quality Measures Highlights
This report, from the CMS Health Disparities Quality Improvement Organization Support Center, includes summary information regarding MN residents with pressure ulcers and/or physical restraints  from November 1, 2008 to October 31, 20009 (Quarter 6)  compared to data collected from August 1, 2007 to July 31, 2008 (baseline).   Highlights from this report:
· Quarter 6 total resident count in MN=76,633
· In Quarter 6, 93.06 % residents in MN were white
· In Quarter 6, 3.93% residents in MN were Am Indian/Alaska native (.75%), Asian/Pacific Islander (0.53%), Black/African American (2.09%), or Hispanic/Latino (0.53%)
· In Quarter 6, 61.24% of nursing home residents lived in rural areas
· In Quarter 6, 33.61% of nursing home residents lived in urban areas
· In Quarter 6, American Indian/Alaska Natives had the highest PU rate (122 of the 592 residents – 20.61%)
· In Quarter 6, Asian/Pacific Islanders had the lowest PU rate (46 of the 408 residents-11.27%) 
· Overall, in Quarter 6, underserved nursing home residents had a lower PU rate (488 of the 3, 010 residents-16.21%)) than Whites (12,444 of the 71,314 residents-17.45%).
· From baseline to Quarter 6, the proportion of residents with PU decreased for all racial/ethnic groups, except for Hispanic/Latinos (14.44% of the 367 residents at baseline to 16.63% of the 409 residents at Quarter 6). 
· In Quarter 6, male nursing home residents experienced a higher rate of pressure ulcers (5,382 of 25,801 residents-20.86%) than females (7,741 of 49,491 residents -15.64%).
· In Quarter 6, nursing home residents age 85 and older and between 65 and 74 experienced the highest rate of PU and residents under 65 had the lowest rate of PU.
· In Quarter 6, rural nursing home residents experienced a higher rate of PU than urban nursing home residents, but the rates are similar. 
· In Quarter 6, 1.61% of the nursing home residents in MN were physically restrained.
· In Quarter 6, the highest rates of physical restraint use were experienced by Asian/Pacific Islander nursing home residents (11 of the 208 residents-2.70%).
· In Quarter 6, American Indian/Alaska Native had the lowest rate of physical restraint use (5 of the 592 residents-0.84 %.)
· Overall, in quarter 6, underserved residents experienced a slightly lower rate of restraint use (44 of the 3,010 residents-1.46%) than white residents (1,171 of the 71,314 residents-1.64).
· In Quarter 6, the highest rates of physical restraint use were experienced by nursing home residents age 85 and over (723 of the 37,325 residents-1.94%).
· In Quarter 6, the lowest rates of physical restraint use were among residents under age 65 (83 of the 7,860 residents-1.06%).
· In Quarter 6, there was a higher rate of males with a physical restraint (441 of 25,801 residents -1.71%) than females (793 of 49,491 residents-1.60%).
· In Quarter 6, .96% of MN nursing home residents used a chair restraint, .10% used a limb restraint, and .70% used a trunk restraint.
