Quarter 6 (November 1, 2008 - October 31, 2009)

Minnesota
This report includes two measures of patient safety:  Part 1 – Pressure Ulcers, and Part 2 – Physical Restraints.  The report summarizes observations about Medicare nursing home residents in Minnesota who either succumbed to pressure ulcers or who were subjected to physical restraints during two distinct years.  The first year (labeled “Baseline” or “Quarter 1”) includes data from August 1, 2007 to July 31, 2008.  The second year (labeled “Quarter 6”) includes data from November 1, 2008 to October 31, 2009.  

The data source is the Minimum Data Set.  Nursing homes in Minnesota sent the data to the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS), and CMS sent the data to the Health Disparities Quality Improvement Organization Support Center (HDQIOSC) for analysis.  The report is based on patient-level data (numbers of residents with pressure ulcers or physical restraints) rather than admission data (admission data would include multiple admissions of the same patient).  In this report, the terms nursing home patient and nursing home resident are used interchangeably. 

The number of residents admitted to nursing homes in Minnesota increased from 72,118 in the first quarter (Q1) to 75,239 in the sixth quarter (Q6).  The numbers given are figures based on the Ns found in the age tables.  The total Ns of the “Total Patient Count” may vary according to the breakdown; differences arise from issues pertaining to the coding of variables at nursing homes.  For instance, some residents are listed with more than one race or gender.  Using the number of patients derived from the age breakdown appears to be the most accurate way to determine “N”.  

The main reason for the difference in current reported numbers (Quarter 5 and Quarter 6) versus past reported numbers is due to the use of inclusion/exclusion criteria. In previous submitted reports, exclusion criteria were utilized to report only high risk pressure ulcers and physical restraints used daily.  In the current methodology no exclusion criteria were used in order to gain a full picture of the extent of any use of physical restraints, and all types of pressure ulcers. 

The percentages listed in this report represent general trends among groups of residents within Minnesota.  The following tables illustrate breakdowns by race/ethnicity, gender, age, and rural/urban status.  Each table contains a “Change/Difference” column. 

The Appendix for Part 1 contains tables with breakdowns by type of pressure ulcer (stage 1 – 4), and the Appendix for Part 2 includes tables with breakdowns by type of restraint (chair, limb, or trunk).  An Excel table with breakdown observations by facility ID number is available upon request.

Minnesota: Part 1 – Pressure Ulcers
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Headings are defined as follows.  “Total Patient Count” is the total number of patients in a category.  “% Patient Population” = (Patient Group) / (Total Population).  “# Patients with Ulcers” = the count of patients or nursing home residents with pressure sores.  “% Patients with Ulcers” = (Patient group with ulcers) / (Total Patient Group).  “Underserved” includes American Indian and Alaska Native, Asian and Pacific Islander, Black/African American, and Hispanic/Latino.  “Non-underserved” = White.  Data are labeled “Unknown” due to factors such as missing data, and the description of race in more than one category. “Change/Difference” for “Total Patient Count” and “# Patients with Pressure Ulcers (or Restraints)” = Q6 minus Q1.  “Change/Difference” for “% Patients with Pressure Ulcers (or Restraints)” = ((Q6 minus Q1), divided by Q1).  Figures that decreased from Q1 to Q6 are in parentheses.

In Quarter 6, the highest rates of pressure sores were experienced by American Indian/Alaska Native nursing home residents.  Of the residents identified by race/ethnicity, Asian/Pacific Islanders had the lowest rates.  Overall, Whites had lower rates than all underserved residents combined.  From baseline to Quarter 6, the proportion of residents with pressure ulcers decreased for all racial/ethnic groups, except for Hispanic/Latinos.  The greatest decline in rates was experienced by American Indian/Alaska Natives.

In Quarter 6, the highest rates of pressure ulcers were experienced by American Indian/Alaska residents, male residents, residents between the ages of 65 and 74 and 84 or older, and rural residents.  Pressure ulcer rates among nursing home residents decreased from baseline to Quarter 6 for nursing home residents in all categories (race/ethnicity, gender, age, and setting), except for Hispanic/Latinos.
